








Medartis specializes in high-precision implants for
surgical fixation of bone fractures and osteotomies.

Camlog has developed into a respected company under the
leadership of Basel-Land entrepreneur Jurg Eichenberger.
After Straumann, it is the number 2 of the dental implant man-
ufacturers in the region. Camlog operates out of Basel and
produces in Wimsheim, near Pforzheim, the capital of Ger-
many’s watch industry. In just seven years, the company has
increased its sales from 25 to 175 million francs last year.

SIC invent AG was founded in Basel in 2003 and operates
worldwide with four subsidiaries of its own and 15 distributors.
The production of implants is done with specialized compa-
nies in the region. According to CEO Georg Schilli, the com-
pany services the strongly growing “value segment” that lies
between the market leaders and so-called discounters from
the Far East.

SenTec AG in Therwil supplies equipment to hospitals for
monitoring the vital functions of patients. The company, which
was founded in 1999 by Andres Tschupp, has established an
excellent reputation in its specialist field of ventilation and oxy-
genation.

The start-up company Naviswiss was founded in 2007 as a
spin-off from IFE Industrielle Forschung und Entwicklung
GmbH, Laufen. Naviswiss, which BaselArea assisted when
they were setting up in business, is engaged in the develop-
ment and commercialization of innovative optical intraopera-
tive measurement and navigation systems for surgery.

Australians discover Basel

The Australian company Cochlear has successfully focused
on solutions for hearing impairment. Since 1987, it has oper-
ated from Basel servicing the markets of Europe, Africa and
the Middle East. Cochlear develops, produces and markets
implantable hearing technology worldwide with a workforce of
2,200 people, 360 of them in the Europe region. The biggest

investments in research and development industrywide and
its collaboration with researchers and experts enable Cochle-
ar to enjoy a leading position in the science of hearing.
Resmed AG is also Australian in origin and belongs to the par-
ent company of the same name in Sydney. It sells equipment
o assist in breathing and installs, advises and provides sup-
port to sleep laboratories.

Growth sector in Canton Jura

Medical technology is also in the midst of a strong growth
phase in the neighboring canton of Jura. As in Northwest Swit-
zerland, their know-how stems from the watch industry. The
industry profits from the experience of microtechnology in the
Jura as well as its proximity to life sciences companies in
Basel. Thierry Bregnard, Head of the Office for Economic
Affairs for the canton of Jura, puts the number of medtech
companies in the canton of Jura at more than 30, most of
which operate as ancillary suppliers. The companies cover
areas such as orthopedics, dental implants, packaging of
medicines, medical electronics or nanomaterials and ceram-
ic materials. Bregnard estimates the number of employees in
the companies operating in the medtech sector at around
500 — a figure that is growing rapidly.

With the canton’s forward-looking strategy, the medtech indus-
try should become a cormerstone of the Jura economy, like
the watch industry and microtechnology. The technology park
“Zone Innodel” and the medtech.lab building in Delémont, just
30 minutes from Basel, offer companies premises at reason-
able conditions. The private company Creapole SA, with sup-
port from the canton, provides assistance for start-ups; with
the “medtech process” it aims to establish a cluster of medical
engineering companies. The Centre Jurassien d’Enseignement
et de Formation (CEJEF) in Porrentruy offers training in the area
of medtech.

The main medtech companies in the canton of Jura include
Bien Air Dental SA in Saignelégier with 60 employees (den-
tistry), Bien Air Surgery SA in Le Noirmont with 40 employees
(microsurgery) and Alphacos SA in Courroux likewise with 40
employees (machines for the pharmaceuticals, cosmetics and
chemicals industries).

The canton of Jura and BaselArea aim to cooperate in the
medtech area more closely in the future.



In focus

Elementary research and development

These medtech companies work with professors, universities
and university hospitals at various levels. Synthes has been
collaborating with surgeons for decades. In the development
of their products, Straumann and Medartis have also long
benefited from the know-how of the AO Foundation, which is
devoted to the surgical management of trauma. Thommen
Medical has an advisory board with hospitals and it carries
out studies with university clinics. A group of doctors and den-
tal technicians who make up the Schilli Implantology Circle is
developing the product range with SIC invent AG. This net-
work also includes the university clinics in Bern and Freiburg
im Breisgau (Germany).

Up to 10 percent on research

The dental implant manufacturer Straumann, for example, is
investing CHF 40 million in research, putting itself in a leading
position in the industry. Companies spend between 5 and 10
percent on research and development. This is paying off. For
some medtech products, Swiss companies enjoy a global
market share of 20 and in some cases more than 50 percent.
The umbrella organization of Swiss commercial and industrial
associations in the field of medical technology puts the glob-
al sales of around 500 companies at 23 billion and domestic
sales at 1.6 billion francs. Alimost 90 percent of products pro-
duced in Switzerland are exported.

The statistical records of the European Patents Office in
Munich show that medical technology leads the list of inven-
tions filed there. More than 10 percent of inventions come
from the medtech field. Research and development in the
medtech sector account for twice as much production value
than they do with industrial goods. At Straumann there were
39 preclinical and clinical studies ongoing at the end of the
year. A further 11 were planned to be launched this year.
About 130 preclinical and clinical reports appeared in 2010
in peer-reviewed publications.

Attractive prospects ...

The last recession was also felt by the medtech industry.
Patients either postponed dental procedures or opted for
lower-cost solutions. But the trauma segment (bone fractures)
was less affected by the economic downturn.

The medium- and long-term prospects on the other hand are
excellent. Market penetration in the industrialized countries,
including Switzerland, leaves plenty of room for higher sales.
Demand especially in the emerging markets of Latin America
and Asia is increasing strongly in line with the population
growth in these countries, improved state health care systems
and increasing prosperity. In addition, the aging population is
pushing up demand in many industrialized countries.

... but also risks

The big companies, however, have to adjust to growing com-
petition from low-cost suppliers. Where hospitals demand
medtech products, the manufacturers have to expect further
pressure on prices, because the clinics are under increasing
pressure to lower costs. Further pressure on prices is to be
expected from health and accident insurers. But Thomas
Straumann also says that medtech products can substantial-
ly reduce surgery time and contribute to cost containment.
And Jurg Eichenberger points out that the copycats may
quickly disappear from the market again — as some already
have done. This would render guarantee periods obsolete.
New developments, intensive training of personnel and den-
tists would not be offered by the low-cost suppliers.

Thanks to its roots in the watch industry and embedded as it
is in the strong local life sciences industry, the medtech sec-
tor in the Basel and Jura region can look forward to a glorious
future. There is hardly any branch of industry at the moment
where more jobs are being created. Thanks to their quality
and innovative strength, the companies do not have to be
afraid of the low-cost imitators. So the entrepreneurs are
exuding confidence and expecting a growth rate well above
the average for the national economy in the years to come.
